• The photo must be in .jpg format and not exceed 1.5 MB.

Press card
Media must upload a scanned image of a press card valid for the event year (national, international, AIPS, or AIJC.

Letter of assignment
• Written press & photographers: signed by the Chief Editor of the media outlet on the publication's letterhead.
• Non-rights holders: signed by the media outlet or a cover letter for independent journalists/influencers.
• Team media: signed by the Team Manager
• LOC: signed by the LOC Press officer

Proof of coverage
Proof of previous coverage of the WHOOP UCI Mountain Bike World Series, other UCI cycling events, or any other major sporting
events:
• Journalists: samples of stories written by the journalist, with their name included in the publication.
• Photographers: samples of published photos, with the photographer's name credited in the publication.

IMPORTANT A minimum of three 3) press clippings is required. Content published on personal social media channels or on
the photographer’s personal website or portfolio will not be accepted. Attach a single documentcontaining all coverage in PDF.

Insurance coverage
To obtain a bib/vest granting access to certain restricted areas B-zone, finish line, etc.), media representatives must hold valid
personal injury insurance from qualified insurance provider covering their professional activities. Insurance coverage provided by the
appointing company/team will also be accepted..



Sign the accepted media agreement and click ‘ Save Changes’



By clicking ‘ Save Changes, ’  media will submit their accreditation request and receive an 
automatic email confirming that the request has been received and it is currently under 

review



In the media dashboard,  the pass status will change to 'Submitted’



Once the WHOOP UCI Mountain Bike World Series Press Office reviews the media request,  
the applicant will receive an email informing them of the approval,  denial,  or a request for 

additional information.
